
Study Principles for the Book of Revelation
Foundational Guidelines for Understanding This Important Book of Scripture
1. Remember: Revelation Is Complex but Understandable
The Book of Revelation contains symbols, visions, and prophecies that many interpret differently. Even so, God gave this book to reveal truth—not to hide it. Approach it with patience and confidence.
2. Let Scripture Interpret Scripture
Prophecies about the end times appear throughout the Old Testament. These passages must be considered when studying Revelation.
The Bible always interprets itself.
3. Confirm Every Principle by “Two or Three Witnesses”
If an interpretation or idea cannot be supported elsewhere in Scripture, pause and look again.
Truth is established by multiple biblical witnesses.
4. God Works in Order
God desires everything to be done “decently and in order.”
This means the structure of Revelation is intentional. The events are arranged according to God’s perfect design, not human speculation.
5. Pray and Ask the Holy Spirit for Understanding
When in doubt, ask God.
He has promised that the Holy Spirit will lead and guide you into all truth.
Prayer is essential—especially when studying Revelation or any difficult passage.
